What Are Cookies? 
Cookies are small text files that are placed on your device when you visit a website. 
They allow the website to remember your actions and preferences over time, helping to 
enhance your browsing experience. 
 
How We Use Cookies 
Our website uses cookies to provide essential functionality, improve your experience, 
and analyse how our website is used. Some cookies are necessary for the website to 
function properly, while others help us understand how the site is used.  We do not use 
cookies for personalised advertising.  
 
Our Commitment to Compliance

Your Rights

preferences. 
 
If you disable cookies via your browser or our cookie banner, some functionality of the 
website may be impacted. 
 
How to Manage and Withdraw Consent 
We aim to give you full control over your cookie preferences. Here's how you can 
manage and withdraw your consent:
